FIRST CYCLE STUDY PROGRAMME:
EDUCATIONAL SCIENCES – PEDAGOGY AND ANDRAGOGY
Length of study: 
Educational Sciences – Pedagogy and Andragogy is a university programme comprising 180 credits that terminates with a first cycle degree: “profesor pedagogike in andragogike”
The primary goals of the programme and the competencies acquired are as follows: 

A high-quality, humanities and social-science based education with an emphasis on the systematic introduction to the basic tenets of pedagogy and andragogy; the mastery of scientific paradigms relevant:

· to the understanding of educational processes and 
· to participation in practical problem-solving, 
· to handling practical tasks in various educational contexts at different school levels.

The programme fosters:

· critical reflection in an interdisciplinary and integrated manner, 

· communication skills, 

· responsible handling of information,

· openness to alternative perspectives and solutions,

· commitment to a professional code of ethics,  

· skills in cooperative and team work as well as the ability to function individually within a team. 

Students develop competencies for participation in:

· solving problems related to issues of pedagogy and andragogy that frequently arise in the organization and management of institutions; 
· the development of programmes, working plans, and processes at schools and adult education institutions. 
· planning work and activities related to the education and training of a range of target groups in and out of educational organizations; 
· the cultural animation of various target groups in civic associations and cultural centres and mentoring these groups; 
· educational research activities and in innovative policy and research projects related to education at individual institutions; 
· managing volunteer organizations, associations, projects and programmes in the field of culture, free time, etc; 
· organizing educational work in youth centres, homes, and communities. 
Pedagogical practicum:
Required pedagogical practice includes two weeks of pedagogical practice during the second year and two weeks of pedagogical practice during the third year. In terms of credits, each week of pedagogical practice earns 2 credits, so field work brings 4 credits per year. Because of the tradition and specificity of the study programme, students’ performance in practice will be evaluated in a number of subjects. It is anticipated that these subjects will include contact hours for students. Practice takes place at primary and secondary schools, in institutions that provide primary and secondary education to adults, and in other educational organizations.

Practice
Enrolment requirements:

The requirements for enrolling in the Educational Sciences – Pedagogy and Andragogy programme are determined by the Higher Education Law and by the Statute of the University of Ljubljana. Applicants for enrolment into the programme must have completed one of the following: 
· the general matura exam,
· four-year secondary school programme prior to June 1, 1995,
· a vocational matura plus one additional exam from the general matura subjects,
· an equivalent course of study acquired in a foreign country.
In the case of limited enrolment and in accordance with Article 41 of the Higher Education Law, candidates who successfully completed the general matura exam will be selected on the basis of their results calculated as follows: 

· points earned in the general matura (60%),

· grades earned in third and fourth year of secondary school (40%). 

In the case of limited enrolment, candidates who have completed a vocational matura and one additional exam from one of the general matura subjects will be selected on the basis of their results calculated as follows: 
· points earned in vocational matura (60%),

· grades earned in third and fourth year of secondary school (30%),

· points earned in the additional exam on a general subject (10%).

In the case of limited enrolment, candidates who successfully completed a four-year secondary school programme prior to June 1, 1995 will be selected on the basis of their results calculated as follows: 

· points earned in final examination (60%), 

· grades earned in third and fourth year of secondary school (40%). 

In the case of limited enrolment, candidates who have successfully completely an equivalent course of study in a foreign country will be selected according to the criteria described above. 

Criteria for advancement in the programme:  

To advance from the first to the second year, the student must complete all requirements, subjects, and individual study plans for the first year which together comprise 60 credits.

To advance from the second to the third year, the student must complete all requirements, subjects, and individual study plans for the second year which together comprise 60 credits (first and second year together 120 credits).

To advance to a higher year, students can exceptionally defer 6 required credits (10% of total required credits for each year) if they have a legitimate reason. Legitimate reasons are listed in the Statute of the University of Ljubljana. Students must complete the deferred credits prior to enrolment in subsequent years. 

Students who fail to complete the requirements defined in the student programme for enrolment into a higher year have the possibility of repeating the year if they meet the necessary conditions. The necessary conditions include the completion of at least 15 required credits (25% of total required credits for one year).

Transferring from other programmes:
Transferring into the Educational Sciences – Pedagogy and Andragogy programme is possible in the second or third year. 

· In order to transfer into the programme, a candidate must fulfil all requirements for advancement into the higher year of the programme for which he or she is already enrolled (that is, from the programme from which he or she is transferring). 
· Transfer into the second or third year of the programme is possible if at least half of the credits completed at the previous programme can be recognized. 

· The candidate must fulfil all other conditions for enrolment into the first year of study. The Senate of the Faculty of Arts of the University of Ljubljana is the body that determines the possibility of the transfer and whether the candidate has fulfilled all conditions for the transfer.

· In response to requests made by the Department of Educational Sciences, the Senate of the School of the Faculty of Arts of the University of Ljubljana will oversee differential exams and other study requirements (up to 30 credits for transfers into the second year and 60 credits for transfers into the third year) that must be fulfilled and determine into which year the transferring student will be enrolled. 
Completion of studies:
In order to successfully complete the Educational Sciences – Pedagogy and Andragogy programme, students must pass all required subjects and individual study plans and earn a total of 180 credits. 

Credentials: 

After successful completion of the programme, graduates carry the professional credentials of “profesor pedagogike in andragogike (UN)” (Professor of Pedagogy and Andragogy (UN)). 

The appropriate abbreviation for the title is “prof. pedagogike in andragogike (UN)”.

Employment opportunities: 

Graduates are qualified for employment in the organization and implementation of education and training, in the field of school, vocational, and human resources counselling, and in educational and human resources offices. They will also be qualified for positions in other specialized aspects of education. 

Graduates of the programme will be qualified for work in educational institutions, foundations, research institutes, and government bodies dealing with education, culture, and social work as well as in human resources departments and educational services in both private and public sectors. 
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
